2. INSTALLING AND REMOVING THE BATTERY PACK
a) TO REMOVE THE BATTERY PACK
Press the Battery Pack Release Button (9] firmly first and then pull the Battery Pack out
from your tool.
b) TO INSTALL THE BATTERY PACK
